
Elizabeth (Weisner) McLellan

Elizabeth Weisner was born in 1795 in Stokes County, North Carolina. Her father, Micajah 
Weisner was born in 1762 in Orange County, North Carolina. He died July 26, 1809. His father 
was from Stuttgart, Germany.

Her mother was Abigail Hinshaw (1766-1809)  from Tyrone, Grange, Ireland. 

Elizabeth's future husband was William McLellan, born about 1808 in Pennsylvania. He died 
November 21, 1865. He was a veteran of the Civil War, having fought for the Union.

They had at least six children: John L (1830), Martha T (1833), William Albert (1834) who later 
married Nancy “Dutch” Tramel, Frances Melvina (1837) who later married Eli Arnold Coggin, 
Amanda (1843), and Hester (1844). 

Wiliam and Elizabeth are both at Mt Holly, as is Frances Melvina.  She was disinterred from K 
C Tramel cemetery and relocated at Mt Holly cemetery. Noone was present at the disinterment.
