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Lettie (Farmer) Carter

Lettie Farmer was born August 29, 1821 and died December 1, 1880. The 1860 Federal census
says she was born in Virginia; other censuses state she was born in Tennessee. She was the
daughter of Littleberry Farmer (1780-1838) and Mary Ligon (1786-1829), both Virginians.

About 1840 she married George Washington Carter. He was born October 15, 1819, also in
Virginia, and died July 20, 1899 in Dekalb County, Tennessee. He was the son of James Carter
(1773-1850) and Elizabeth Shockley (1779-1860), also Virginians.

They were blessed with a full house of offspring: William (1842), Samuel (1843), Susan (1844),
Martha (1846), Cyrena (1848), Nancy (1850), Albert (1852), John (1853), Mary (1855), Parilee
(1858), George (1861) and Amanda (1863).

Lettie was buried at Moss Generation Cemetery and was later disinterred and relocated at Mt
Holly Cemetery. Noone was listed as being present at the disinterment.
