
Sarah (Harrison) Campbell

Sarah Harrison was born in 1823 in Pittsylvania County, Virginia and died sometime after 1860 
in Warren County, Tennessee.  She was the daughter of Joshua Stone Harrison (?-1854) of 
Pittsylvania County, Virginia and Judith Coleman Turner (1799-after 1870), also of Pittsylvania 
County, Virginia.  The entire family migrated to Warren County and died there.

In 1842 Sarah Harrison married Robert Alexander Campbell of Richmond, Virginia.  He was 
born August 11, 1812 and died in April 1856 in Warren County, Tennessee.  He was the son of 
James Austin Campbell (1787-1830) of Goochland County, Virginia and Mary Massey Vaughan 
of Virginia.

They had four known children:  Edward (1843), James H (1846), Charles (1846) and Almeda 
“Allie” (1853).

Judith Coleman Turner was a granddaughter of Stephen Coleman and Sarah who mention her in 
their wills.

Sarah and her daughter Allie were buried in D T Puckett cemetery and later disinterred and 
relocated at Mt Holly cemetery.  Noone was listed as being present at their disinterment.
